ARCǒPEACE has noted with dismay that Israeli archi-
tects engage in the design of illegal Jewish settlements 

on expropriated Palestinian land in the Occupied Ter-

ritories. These activities are in clear violation of the 
code of ethics of the International Union of Architects 

(UIA), which says that ñthere shall be no attempt to im-

pose solutions of one society on other societiesò (article 
1:2) and that professionals shall fashion an environ-

ment ñexpressive of the genius of the people and reflec-
tive of the substance of their cultureò (article 3).  

 

ARCǒPEACE demands that the Israeli association of 
architects shall expel members who grievously violate 

professional ethical standards by engaging in the 
design of illegal settlements. It is not acceptable for 

architects to participate in the violation of internatio-

nally recognized human rights. 
 

In the past year Israeli settlements in the West Bank 

have increased by 60 per cent. This is more than one 
year after the Annapolis agreement, according to which 

Israel committed itself to stop new illegal settlements! 
In total there are now 470,000 Israeli citizens living in 

the West Bank. 

 
One of the settlements is established in Hebron ï one of 

the oldest cities in the world. Here militant Jewish sett-
lers, protected by Israeli army forces, have cut off 

streets, prevented children from reaching their schools 

and adults from getting to their jobs, imposed further 

decay of buildings and choked Palestinian small-scale 

business, which flourished before the settlers arrived. 

The settlers also act against the Hebron Rehabilitation 
Committee (HRC), an organization formed in 1996 with 

the aim to protect cultural heritage, restore buildings, 
revive traditional craftsmanship, upgrade infrastruc-

ture, and create jobs.  

 
ARCǒPEACE demands that the Israeli Association of 

Architects take action to help preserve Hebron and 
support the work of HRC. 

 

Stop designing illegal settlements! 
 

In the middle of May 2009 the Board of ARCǒPEACE decided to issue the following statement:

The Non-Proliferation Treaty : Will Obama make a difference? 
 

 

Will President Obama start a new disarmament process and thereby break the deadlock of the struggle against nuc-

lear arms? And will the Peace Movement catch and utilize this new possibility? These are the questions discussed 

in this article by Sven Thiberg, former President of ARCǒPEACE. 
 

NPT, the Non-Proliferation Treaty, has a twofold aim: The 

elimination of nuclear weapons through the commitment 

of non-nuclear states not to acquire nuclear weapons, and 

the commitment of the five nuclear weapon states to pur-

sue nuclear disarmament. The results of the negotiations 

of the treaty are reviewed at five-yearly Review Conferen-

ces. The last one, NPT05, was held in 2005. 
 

The NPT05 a failure 

USA was not alone responsible for the failure of the NPT 

Review Conference in 2005. There was a long range of 

obstructions. But the refusal of the Bush administration to 

discuss disarmament made it simple for the ñremaining 

four old nuclear powersò, China, Russia, France and UK, 

to avoid being criticised. USA was focusing on Iran and 

North Korea as threats against world peace. At the same 

time USA kept the role of Israel as a nuclear power secret 

and was emphasizing the importance of friendly relations 

to India and Pakistan, two ñnewò nuclear powers. The 

arrogance of the Bush administration was creating frustra-

tion and confusion. Some states felt threatened and asked 

why they should stick to NPT when the big powers fail to 

do it. 
 

A successful Preparatory Committee 

At the moment state administrations and peace organiza-

tions prepare for the next Review Conference, NPT10, in 

June 2010 to be held at the UN Headquarters in New 

York. The last of three Preparatory Committee sessions 

was closed on May 15. For the first time the new US 

administration took part in the PrepCom negotiations. The 

meeting was successful, compared to many previous Prep-

Coms. The most important task ï to decide on a proposed 

agenda for the NPT - was fulfilled. USA played an impor-

tant role as facilitator of the result. 

 

US has a key role 

The US position as the global super power is to a high 

degree based on its superiority in nuclear arms. Bush 

strengthened the role of the nuclear capacity in his defense 

doctrines and started the development of new types of 

nuclear arms. It is hard to believe that the US will jeopar-

dize its key role in nuclear capacity, especially when the 

financial crisis will change the balance in economic power 

between USA and the two new super powers, China and 

India. A reasonable conclusion is that the basic prerequi-

site for global nuclear disarmament is twofold: That USA 

feels safe in its role as super power and that the Obama 

administration is prepared to take the lead in nuclear dis-

armament ï from a position of strength. 
 

Is Obama prepared for a break through? 

Obama has made rather few statements concerning nuclear 

policy. During the election campaign he declared that nuc-

lear disarmament is crucial. On the other hand he expres-

sed that he is unwilling to give up the strength of USA as 

military superpower. During his first round trip in Europe 

Obama gave his first presentation on nuclear questions in 

Prague, April 5. Highlights in his presentation were: 

¶ The goal is a nuclear free world. But this goal is far 

away: ñNot in my lifetimeò. 

¶ The ratification of the Comprehensive Nuclear-Test-

Ban Treaty (CTBT) by the US Senate has high pri-

ority. Obama will present a proposal, but only when 

he is convinced that the Senate is prepared to decide. 

¶ Bilateral negotiations with Russia on the reduction of 

nuclear missiles will start as soon as possible. That 

process has already started on May 19 in Moscow. 
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An important component of Obamaôs policy is to demand 

constructive participation by all nuclear powers in the pro-

cess of disarmament. It is hard to believe that Israel, India 

and Pakistan are prepared for collaboration. The issues of 

Iran and North Korea are also crucial. Obamaôs ñchangeò 

of the US nuclear policy will face hard resistance, adding 

fuel by the regional conflicts affected. 

Still it is clear that Obama makes a difference. The 

eight years of destructive policy under Bush is over. There 

is a ñchangeò. 
 

NPT10 - A new chance 

NPT10 will be the decisive test if real change will take 

place. It is time for the global peace movement to mobi-

lize. NGOs and other representatives of the civic society 

may take this opportunity to renew their own strategies. 

Even if the impact of the civic society on the diplomatic 

negotiations has been nonexistent or limited during pre-

vious NPT review conferences (as I mentioned in my 

column in Newsletter 24) it is worth a new try at NPT10. 

Hopefully the Obama approach will create a more open 

atmosphere. 

 

How to meet the new possibilities? I foresee two main 

lines: a) starting at home and b) initiate international co-

operation. 

Start at home. In most of the democratic countries a dialo-

gue is possible between the state and civic society. State 

representatives must be forced to present and motivate 

their position in the coming NPT negotiations. An open 

debate in media must be initiated. The national delegation 

must be well aware of the position of the national peace 

movement. 

Initiate international cooperation. NGOs already working 

internationally must create alliances and develop common 

strategies. Their variety is both a strength and a weakness. 

Focusing on key issues with coordinated strategies and de-

mands is better than a mass of odd proposals. One attempt 

to organize a pre-NPT cooperation event is the Internatio-

nal NGO Conference planned to be held in Stockholm by 

the Swedish Network for Nuclear Disarmament 6-8 Nov-

ember 2009, (http://nucleardisarmament.se). 

The invitation to the conference says: ñThe failure of the 

Review Conference led to disappointment among activists 
from all over the world. In order to overcome that disap-

pointment, and to reenergize the movement, the Network 

wants to create opportunities to get together in prepara-
tions for the NPT10ò. 
 

If Obama will open a new approach to the NPT issues, the 

NGOs must be prepared to define and catch these new 

opportunities.

UK arms manufacturer sends the wrong message to young people 
 

Scientists for Global Responsibility 

(SGR) and Campaign Against Arms 

Trade (CAAT) have jointly condem-

ned the sponsorship of a youth science 

event by the UK's largest arms manu-

facturer BAE (British Aerospace 

Systems). BAE is a major sponsor of 

"The Big Bang", a science and tech-

nology education event aimed at 

young people. CAAT and SGR say 

that BAE's involvement is entirely 

inappropriate and the sponsorship deal 

should be immediately withdrawn.  
 

BAE claims that it is sponsoring the 

Big Bang to encourage cooperation 

between government, industry and 

engineering institutions and to "in-

spire the next generation of scientists, 
engineers and technologists in the 

UK". However, BAE makes its money 

by selling weapons, including to some 

of the world's most dangerous count-

ries. Rather than more weapons, the 

world needs a green energy 

revolution and major invest-

ment in sustainable science 

and technology. 
 

Dr Stuart Parkinson, Director 

of SGR, says: 

"The high-profile involvement 

of BAE Systems in this event 
sends completely the wrong 

message to young people. It 
encourages them to associate 

science and technology with war, the 

arms trade and nuclear weapons. We 
need to offer young people a far more 

positive vision of how science and 

technology can be used, one which 
gives much higher priority to achie-

ving environmental sustainability and 
social justice, and offers alternatives 

to the use of military force." 
 

Kaye Stearman, spokesperson for 

CAAT says: 

"BAE Systems is currently involved in 
court cases and corruption investiga-

tions in seven countries. The weapons 

trade is not a legitimate business. No 
company can participate in it ethi-

cally. The arms trade exacerbates 

conflicts across the globe and contri-
butes heavily to an increasingly 

unstable world."

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Vibrant business despite poor sanitary conditions 

 

Partnership or Conflict  when upgrading Asiaôs largest slum? 
 

 

The general conditions of Dharavi, one of the largest slums in Asia, are common to many other slums around the 

world. But there are some unique features. Dharavi is a slum of high economic prosperity and community organiza-

tion. It has successfully fought against the cityôs forced clearance and ad-hoc up-gradation efforts that run counter 

to the work-living style of the area. As a result, for decades a status quo prevailed while the population increased 

and so the friction of space. However, the environmental conditions and the built form by and large became self-

regulated with no further deterioration over time  
 

Dharavi residentôs unity and articulated pressure on the 

city authorities have recently forced the city to encourage 

participatory models of redevelopment which promise to 

design, improve and preserve a socially responsible built 

environment. Design of effective involved partnership of 

the community at all stages of planning and change is now 

the challenge before the planners and architects. 
 

Dharavi ï a self-regulated city 

Dharavi is a slum of enterprise and triumph of human spi-

rit, cooperation and inter-communal living. It spreads over 

220 hectares of low-lying and reclaimed public land sand-

wiched between two trunk railway lines in the central part 

Mumbai megacity. It consists of 57,000 households, com-

prising up to a million people. The density sometimes ex-

ceeds 5,500 persons per hectare. Plots are small packed to 

each other with very narrow lanes, at times less than one 

meter wide, with practically no open space or green areas.  

About a third of the households have proof of resi-

dence. Tenure is self-regulated and exercised through 

physical presence and social network. No conventional 

housing up-gradation has worked in the past. Enabling 

strategies advocated by NGOs have practically had very 

limited impact. The high population densities and very 

densely packed shanties do not permit any significant 

improvement of the housing condition except putting up 

basic brick walls and makeshift roofs with semi-perma-

nent material in some cases. 
 

Dharavi asserts its rights to livelihood 

Dharavi is booming with small scale enterprises. It is not 

only a major service provider to Mumbai but also as a 

significant centre for export. There is pottery, leather 

goods, garment, electronic items assembly, daily food 

processing items, a variety of repair services and shops in 

thousands. It is also the super-hub of recycling of 80 per 

cent of Mumbaiôs waste, particularly plastics. The estima-

ted annual turnover of goods and services is 665 million 

US$. At the same time Dharavi provides rentals in as low 

as 4 US$ a month. Thus Dharavi plays a key role for sus-

tenance of the megacity. 

Socially Dharavi is a highly energized community. 

Over 400 active cooperative societies function there, many 

with support from NGOs. They have successfully stood 

against conventional and ad-hoc redevelopment efforts. 

Any up-gradation plan that breaks the work-living style is 

not acceptable to the residents. The residents prefer to 

continue with their makeshift houses but do not accept a 

plan that breaks their livelihood means. 
 

New opportunities  

During the mid-90s Dharaviôs strategic importance chan-

ged. Adjacent to the newly reclaimed lands came one of 

the prime office districts of Mumbai, the Bandra-Kurla 

Complex, changing the urban skyline dramatically and 

resulting in pressure for economic transformation of 

Dharavi. The value of the slum land shot up manifold, 

attracting several private big developers, national and 

international, to put their bids before the government for 

redevelopment of Dharavi. 

With the increased interest of the private developers a 

new model of partnership for change is emerging. The 

proposed designs claim to resettle all the resident families 

(as on site from the start of the project) in new tenements 

while releasing minor portions of the site for commercial 

development and its market sale to offset the cost of rede-

velopment. Families would be accommodated in new 

tenements at zero cost. Infrastructure development will be 

at no cost to the city and there will be appreciable profit 

for the developer who put in the money. This is a win-win 

situation for all and it emerged only because the adjacent 

large scale up-market commercial development boosted 

the land values of the area and opened up new market 

opportunity for more commercial development. These 

changes during the last decade have made Dharavi an 

attractive place for investment for the big developers. It 

subdued its illegality stigma and created opportunity for 

positive change in the built environment.

Dharavi residents have made it clear that they welcome 

the need for redevelopment. They also accept that to offset 

the high cost of redevelopment some new residential and 

commercial development need to be sold in the market. 

But their priority demand is that in all stages of design of 

the project and its implementation Dharavi people are 

fully involved. They insist that the small neighborhoods 

must be respected and that local businesses and means of 

livelihood are integrated into the new development. 
 

A strong partnership required 

The government has established the Dharavi Redevelop-

ment Authority to work with the local communities, 

NGOs and private developers and plan out the modalities 

of the partnership model. A brief review of one of the 

promising partnership proposals is given here to highlight 

what is in the offing. 

The proposalôs main objectives are: (a) reinforce the 

cultural and social heart of Dharavi; (b) Expand the value 

of the adjacent commercial complex by positioning a 

North Business District for market sale. The aim is to 

rebuild Dharavi in a socially responsible manner that will 

protect, improve and then sustain its invaluable economic 

and social contributions and promote reuse of the existing 

fabric and functions. 25 per cent of the existing Dharavi 

(55 ha) is for sale as commercial and residential space 

with a floor area ratio (FAR) of 7.3. The plan proposes to 

resettle each of the 57,000 families in low-rise high den-

sity (1.9 FAR) permanent tenements that preserve work-

living lifestyle on 75 per cent of the total land area. Lower 

scale of the residential built form aims to preserve street 

life and street based business. Construction is planned in 

phases that allow only minimum disruptions to business 

and short timeframes for relocation. Award of ownership 

and tenure over time through a transparent entitlement 

system is proposed. For short term tenants social volunta-

rism and community participation are key factors to earn 

tenure after payment of subsidized cost of tenement and 

preferential occupation of low floor units for families with 

disabled and elderly. 
 

A model for up-gradation 

Yojanakar, a Delhi based NGO; a consortium of planners, 

architects and engineers from the Kyoto University, Japan, 

and the School of Planning & Architecture, New Delhi are 

involved in interaction with the Dharavi community, pub-

lic redevelopment authority and the private developers 

who have put in a bid for redevelopment. Intensive nego-

tiations are underway to implement a partnership process 

for redevelopment that becomes a model for other slum 

up-gradation projects. 

Dharavi shows how collective thinking and coopera-

tion among the slum dwellers can result in very positive 

environment for change. It also shows the strong bargain-

ing power of the slum dwellers against the authorities. 

Collective actions lead to realistic solutions for up-grada-

tion of housing, preservation of work-living style and also 

to overcome the legitimacy tangle.

IAI was founded at a meeting in Mexico City in the year. Its headquarter is 

located in Italy. 
 

In the Founding principles of IAI it is stated that ñour 
right é cannot be confined to a mere local protection of 

our claims, while huge real estate investments, the urban 

infrastructures construction, the ever more public sector is 
fading due to the foreign debt and to the monetary para-

meters, migrations, and conflicts which destroy the rela-
tional fabrics of the cities, jeopardize the security of bil-

lions of people and the very survival of the planet.ò  

IAI  underlines the importance of women in the struggle to 

decrease poverty. 

The website notes specifically that IAI is based on the 

International Treaty on Economic, Social and Cultural 

Rights (art.11) and on the Universal Declaration of Human 

Rights (art.25). The motto ñanother world is possibleò is 

taken from the World Social Forum. 

It is furthermore stated that professional organisations 

that join the Alliance should ñgive technical and promoti-

onal support to proposals and initiatives approved by the 

Allianceôs organizations and social movements, establish-
ing a specialized technical team for this purposeò.

The IAI rules of conduct have 

many similarities with the 

Charter of ARCǒPEACE. In 

the IAI principles there is, for 

instance, a demand for social 

justice and solidarity with the 

social movementsô struggle 

for proper housing (point 2). 

The Principles also point to 

the need for multiculturalism 

and respect of the inhabitantsô 

practical option of daily life 

and collective work (point 4). 

Emphasis is given to the 

autonomy of the popular urban movement from political 

and institutional powers (point 7). Among the objectives it 

may be noted that IAI wants to contribute to development 

models being alternative to neo-liberalism on the grounds 

of a new leading role of the public sector in relation to the 

civil society. 

 

Zero Eviction Campaigns 
One of the main activities of IAI is to wage campaigns 

against evictions of slum dwellers. The Alliance uses its 

global network to disseminate information about bulldo-

zing of informal settlements in all corners of the world. 

Big campaigns have been carried out against evictions in 

Nigeria, Zimbabwe, Kenya and many other countries.

Zero Evictions of Palestinians! 
 

One of the recent anti-eviction campaigns launched by the International Alliance of Inhabitants focused on the 

Israeli demolition of houses and eviction of people in the Occupied Territory of Palestine. Below is an extract from 

the IAI appeal made in March 2009. 
 

We, inhabitantsô associations, international networks, 
NGOs, public agencies, citizens of the world, denounce 

Israelôs continual policies of eviction and demolition 
carried out against the Palestinian people. These demo-

litions and evictions clearly violate international law. 

Therefore, we condemn these violations and appeal to: 

The Government of Israel: 

¶ To immediately cease the demolition the homes of 

Palestinian citizens of Israel and, as an Occupying 

Power, the homes of Palestinians in the Occupied 
Palestinian Territories; 

¶ To integrate zoning and planning practices that suit 

the cultural and economic needs of all its citizens into 

national plans; 

¶ To comply, as the Occupying Power, with the Fourth 

Geneva Convention and end the collective punishment 

employed through punitive demolitions; 

¶ To end the evictions and settler takeovers of houses 
and land in East Jerusalem, Hebron and throughout 

the Occupied Palestinian Territory; 

¶ To end the confiscation of land from Palestinian citi-
zens of Israel; 

The UN, Russia, EU and the USA (The Quartet) and 

all the governments of the world: 

¶ To restrict the export to Israel of equipment used in 

demolitions until the Israeli government and military 
adequately implement policies respecting the housing 

rights of Palestinians; 

¶ To cease the upgrading of trade relations and restrict 

foreign aid until Israelôs policies towards Palestinians 
are brought into compliance with the Fourth Geneva 

Convention; 

¶ To use their influence to end the policies of demoli-
tion, eviction and land takeovers.

Architecture Sans Frontières is now on the global map 
 

At the end of April this year Architecture Sans Frontières 

International (ASF-Int) held its General Assembly meeting 

in Grenoble, France. This wonderful old city met the parti-

cipants with warm sunshine and cherry blossoms, while 

being surrounded by Alps covered with snow. The meet-

ing was combined with a symposium that attracted almost 

100 people, and with a guided tour to villages with beauti-

ful adobe architecture and to the famous Centre for Re-

search on Earth Architecture, CRAterre. The GA meeting 

itself signified an important step forward in consolidating 

the positions of ASF-Int. 

 

Well organised symposium 

The symposium was held at the Grenoble City Hall and 

was generously supported by the City of Grenoble. This 

support allowed the organisers to hire professional inter-

preters for simultaneous translation between English and 

French, a procedure that worked excellently. The theme of 

the symposium was ñ30 years of humanitarian action, 
changes and prospectsò, a theme selected to mark the 

celebration of the 30
th
 anniversary of ASF-France.  

The theme was introduced by Pierre Micheletti, presi-

dent of Médecins du Monde, with a substantial experience 

of work in Africa, Asia, and Latin America. He is the au-

thor of the book ñHumanitarianism: Adapt or renounceò. 

Among other things Dr Micheletti explained the impor-

tance of the Biafra war in Nigeria in the 1960s for the 

development of humanitarian aid in France and other 

countries. 

Architects Eric Laubé and Louis Lhopital of ASF-

France presented a review of ASF-Franceôs achievements 

since its foundation in 1979 and presented two projects: a 

redevelopment project from Doual:, Cameroon and a hos-

pital for Afghan refugees in Peshawar, Pakistan. It turned 

out to be difficult to evaluate the importance of these 

projects, although they had been completed a long time 

ago. 

The most prominent spea-

ker of the symposium was 

Ana Surgranyes, a Chilean 

architect and the General 

Secretary of Habitat Interna-

tional Coalition (HIC), a 

worldwide network of orga-

nizations, and individuals 

fighting for fair habitats. She 

gave a very well prepared 

lecture, including critical 

analyses of current housing 

policies. She also presented a 

number of points for future 

cooperation between ASF-Int 

and HIC. 

The fact that the sympo-

sium attracted so many architects, students and persons 

from the general public means that ASF starts to be more 

widely known as a serious and progressive organisation. 

This success was possible mainly because of the great 

efforts of the main organisers of the symposium, Stéphane 

Plisson and Benoît Claviéras. ASF-France promised to 

produce a document from the symposium for distribution 

within ASF-Int. 
 

New members of ASF 

The General Assembly meeting was held at the Grenoble 

School of Architecture. Almost 50 people attended the 

meeting, at least half of which had not participated at any 

ASF-Int meeting earlier. Sometimes it was hard for the 

newcomers to understand complicated formal matters of 

the agenda, especially since acoustics were bad and simul-

taneous interpretation was not at hand. It helped conside-

rably, however, to have the minutes (made by the under-

signed) displayed on the wall successively as the procee-

dings progressed.  

The GA meeting had the pleasure to approve applica-

tions for membership from two new organisations: ASF-

Suisse and the Habitat Technology Group of India. The 

meeting also confirmed the previous decision to grant 

membership to ASF-Denmark. This means that ASF-Int 

now has 18 members.  
 

Lively discussion about Activity Plan 

The proposal for activities of the coming year sparked off 

a lively and constructive discussion. Among other things it 

was decided that ASF-Int should participate in the World 

Urban Forum to take place in Brazil in 2010. This partici-

pation should comprise not only a presentation to the 

forum itself, but also a workshop with a local community, 

NGOs in Rio and international organisations related to 

ASF-Int. It was furthermore decided that a PowerPoint 

presentation of ASF-Int be made for members to use when 

presenting the organisation.  

There was only one motion to the GA meeting. ASF-

Sweden had proposed that ASF-Int should act against the 

design of illegal settlements in the Occupied Territories of 

Palestine on the basis that such activities violated both 

international law and professional ethics as formulated in 

the principles of the International Union of Architects. The 

motion was not approved, since delegates felt that such an
